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Akta Sumbangan Politik perlu disegerakan demi mengawal selia
penggunaan wang dalam politik

Kuala Lumpur, 15 Jun 2022: Kumpulan Rentas Politik Parlimen Malaysia (KRPPM) mengenai
Pendanaan Politik (atau APPG on Political Financing) melahirkan kekhuatiran atas
perkembangan dalam kes-kes mahkamah berprofil tinggi baru-baru ini. Pendedahan demi
pendedahan tentang penggunaan wang dalam politik! seharusnya dipandang serius oleh semua
lapisan masyarakat.

Antara sebab utama perkara seperti ini berlaku ialah tiada undang-undang untuk mengawal
selia pendanaan politik. Kelompongan undang-undang membuka ruang yang terlalu luas untuk
ahli-ahli politik menerima sumbangan daripada mana-mana pihak sama ada di dalam atau luar
negara. Selain daripada itu, tiada undang-undang yang memperincikan jumlah sumbangan wang
yang boleh diterima oleh seorang calon pilihanraya atau ahli politik. Had perbelanjaan yang
dibenarkan oleh seseorang calon ketika kempen pilihan raya telah termaktub dalam undang-
undang, namun keberkesanan dan pelaksanaan undang-undang ini diragui. Hal ini harus
disemak semula dalam usaha mewujudkan kebertanggungjawaban dalam pendanaan politik.

“Pendedahan yang dibuat oleh saksi ketika kes mahkamah baru-baru ini menunjukkan betapa
perlunya sebuah undang-undang untuk mengawal selia pendanaan politik. Oleh itu, bersama
dengan ahli-ahli KRPPM mengenai Pendanaan Politik yang lain, kami menyambut baik
kenyataan YAB Perdana Menteri tentang persetujuan Mesyuarat Jawatankuasa Khas Kabinet
Mengenai Anti-Rasuah (JKKMAR) untuk mewujudkan sebuah Rang Undang-Undang (RUU)
Sumbangan Politik. Di pihak kami pula, kami telah bersetuju bahawa sebuah undang-undang
perlu merangkumi perkara berikut:

e Ketelusan sebagai prinsip utama

e Pendanaan awam untuk parti politik

e Penubuhan suruhanjaya bebas untuk mengawal selia pendanaan politik

e Pengenalan had maksima yang boleh diderma oleh individu dan syarikat

o Organisasi yang mempunyai konflik kepentingan seperti Syarikat Berkaitan Kerajaan
(GLC) dan sesetengah jenis yayasan dilarang daripada memberi sumbangan politik

e Larangan menerima derma dari luar negara

e Semua dana mesti disalurkan melalui parti politik, bukan ahli politik
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Kami yakin bahawa kesemua prinsip di atas boleh menjadi titik permulaan bagi sistem politik
dan demokrasi yang lebih telus dan berintegriti. Kami sedia menyumbang kepada proses
penggubalan RUU Sumbangan Politik dan terbuka melakukan sesi libat urus bersama JKKMAR
dalam usaha ini,” ulas YB Ahmad Fadhli Shaari selaku Pengerusi KRPPM mengenai Pendanaan
Politik.

IDEAS mengambil pendirian untuk memastikan Malaysia mempunyai masa hadapan di mana
parti-parti politik bertanding secara setara dengan beretika, bertanggungjawab dan mempunyai
ketelusan kewangan. Oleh itu, IDEAS dan Badan Peguam Malaysia akan menganjurkan satu
persidangan pada 23 Jun 2022 bertajuk “Political Financing Act: Current Status, Challenges
and the Way Forward”, bertempat di Auditorium Raja Aziz Addruse, Wisma Badan Peguam
Malaysia. Persidangan ini bertujuan untuk meningkatkan kefahaman mengenai pelbagai
saranan tentang pembaharuan pendanaan politik, mendapatkan sokongan pelbagai pihak serta
menjalankan advokasi untuk satu Akta Pendanaan Politik. Kami percaya persidangan ini akan
mengumpulkan pelbagai pakar untuk satu perbincangan yang tepat pada masanya agar dapat
memberikan cadangan dan menangani perjuangan panjang Malaysia menentang rasuah politik
dan pendanaan yang tidak terkawal.

Political Financing Act needs to be prioritised to control the use of
money in politics

Kuala Lumpur, 15 June 2022: The All Party Parliamentary Group (APPG) on Political Financing
is concerned with the recent developments in the testimonies presented during several high-
profile court cases?. The testimonies exposed worrying practices in the financing of politics that
must be looked upon seriously by all Malaysians.

One of the main reasons why such incidents were allowed to happen is because the financing of
politics in Malaysia remain unregulated. This gap in the law opens doors for politicians to receive
donations from any source, domestic or international. Furthermore, there is also no regulation
on how much donations can be received by a candidate or politician. Limits on campaign
spending are covered by the law, but its effectiveness and implementation is questionable. There
is a need for this to be reformed in order to introduce accountability into our political financing
ecosystem.

“The incidents revealed through the testimonies indicate the urgent need for a law that regulates
political financing. The APPG on Political Financing welcomes the statement by the Prime
Minister regarding the Cabinet’s Special Committee on Anti-Corruption (JKKMAR) agreement on
the need for a Bill on Political Donations. As the APPG, we have agreed that the law should
include the following principles:

e Transparency as the main pillar of reform

e Public funding of political parties should be introduced

o Establishment of an independent commission to regulate political financing

e Funding caps will be introduced for both individual and corporate donors

e Organisations with conflict of interest, such as Government-Linked Companies (GLCs)
and certain foundations should be prohibited from making political donations

e Funding from foreign sources must be banned

e All funding must be channelled through political parties, not individuals
